Constructing the Blocks

Designer’s Note: Due to the number of pieces and fabrics used in one block, it is advisable to
construct the block by sections. Organize and lay out fabrics for colorway 1 and colorway 2
by sections before constructing. Quilt has a total of (10) feather blocks: (5) for each colorway.
Please also note that solid colors in block construction diagrams are merely for showing the
various pieces in the block. Refer to actual block diagrams on page 11 rendered with fabric
images for actual fabric placements.

Feather Spine Section
1. Sew (2) %+ x 31 '/2” Tortilla rectangles to the opposite long sides of (1) 1” x 31 '/2” London
rectangle.

2. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of (1) 1 '2” x 1 2” Tortilla square. Place square,
right sides together, at a corner of strip set made in Step 1. Sew on drawn line, noting seam
orientation. Trim '4” away from sewn line. Open and press to reveal corner triangle to
complete (1) feather spine section. Section measures 1 '/2” x 31 /2 Make a total of (10)
feather spine sections.

Sewing the Sections Together

1. Sew Section A to the top of Section B-left.
Then sew (1) 1 '2” x 18 '2” Tortilla combo
strip to the left. Draw a diagonal line on the
wrong side of (1) 1 '2” x 1 '/2” square, for

AB Combo Strip. Place square, right sides
together, at the bottom left corner of the sewn
sections. Sew on drawn line. Trim "4 away
from sewn line. Open and press to reveal
corner triangle.

3. Sew mirror-imaged Section A to the top
of Section B-right. Then sew (1)1 '2” x 18
'/2” Tortilla combo strip to the right. Draw a
diagonal line on the wrong side of (1) 1 2" x
1 '/2” square, for AB Combo Strip. Place
square, right sides together, at the bottom
right corner of the sewn sections. Sew on
drawn line. Trim 4 away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.

2. Sew Section C-left on top of (1) 3 2" x
4 '/2” Tortilla rectangle. Then add Step 1

section to the top to complete left half of
feather block.

4. Sew Section C-right on top of

(1) 3 27 x 4 '~ Tortilla rectangle. Then add
Step 3 section to the top to complete right
half of feather block.

3. Sew Step 2 and Step 4 sections to the opposite long sides of (1) feather spine section to
complete (1) block. Block measures 9 '2” x 31 '2” unfinished. Make a total of (5) blocks each

for Colorway 1 and Colorway 2.

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Constructing Gornerstone Blocks

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of (1) 2 %" x 2 %” Tortilla square. Place square,
right sides together, on (1) 2 %2” x 2 %” London square. Sew %” away from both sides of
drawn line. Cut along drawn line to yield (2) HST units. Align diagonal seams of HST units
against 45 degree angle line on quilting ruler, trim HST units to measure 2” x 2” raw edge to
raw edge.
