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Block 2 – Cutting/Assembly 
Block 2 is nine (9) 7” squares of each pinwheel print; you will use 3 prints two times.    
 

Body Assembly 
Cut Setting Triangles/Corners and Sashing/Stones 

 Using the Pink Tone – cut (3) 14” squares, sub-cut 2 x diagonal to equal 12 Triangles 
 Using the Pink Tone – cut (2) 8-1/2” squares, sub-cut 1 x diagonal to equal 4 triangles. 
 Using the Pink Tone – cut (2) 2” x 42” strips, sub-cut to 2” squares – need 40 total. 
 Using the Stripe – cut (3) 2” x 42” strips, stub-cut to 2” x 7” rectangles – need 64 total. 

Assembly 
 Lay quilt blocks 1 and 2 with sashing, stones and setting triangles as 

pictured. 
 Stitch blocks, sashing, etc in diagonal rows first, then stitch rows together 2 at a time, 

then 4 and so on. 
 When quilt body is completed, add corner triangles to finish. 

 
 

Finishing 
 Square quilt body before adding 

border. 
 Add Borders to the quilt body one a 

time or miter all at once. 
 Quilt as you desire, add binding and 

enjoy!!

  Pinwheels  (6 Prints)    1/2 yard each 
  Background (White)    1-1/2 yards  
  Block Sashing (Stripe)    1-1/2 yards 
  Setting Triangles (Pink Tone)  1-1/4 yards 
  Border 1 (Purple)     1/2 yard 
  Border 2 (White)     3/4 yard 
  Border 3 (Blue/Green)    3/4 yard 
  Binding (Stripe)     3/4 yard 
  Backing      4 yards 

General Instructions 
 

Block 1 - Cutting/ Assembly 
Pinwheels (1) 4-1/2” x 42 strips of each print 
   Sub-cut to 4-1/2” squares 
    
   (1) 4-1/8” x 42 strips of each print 
    Sub-cut to 4-1/8” squares 
   

  Background  (2) 4-1/2” x 42 strips 
      Sub-cut to 4-1/2” squares 

 
All stitching is done with accurate 1/4” seam allowance. 

 Choose two pinwheel colors for each of the 16 blocks need for the whole quilt.  Note: 
you will be using colors more than once, set aside together. 

 Draw one diagonal line on each 4-1/2” pinwheel square and on each  
 4-1/8” pinwheel square, set 4-1/8” squares aside for now. 
 Lay each White background 4-1/2” square right sides together with each Pinwheel 

4-1/2” squares – Stitch 1/4” seam allowance on both sides of diagonal line. 
 Cut on diagonal line – yielding two new squares  (half pinwheel print and  half 

white background  )– square to 4-1/8” square. 
 Lay the second 4-1/8” pinwheel square on the new square , with the diagonal line in 

the opposite direction (crossing over both pinwheel and white background).   
 Again, stitch 1/4” seam allowance on both sides of diagonal line, cut on the diagonal 

line – yielding two new squares  (half pinwheel/white  and  half pinwhee l print)  
– square to 3-3/4” square. 

 You need to repeat above one more time to make four 3-3/4” units for  one block 
(there are 4 pinwheel units for each block). 

Block 1 Assembly 
 Turning the pinwheels around the block as pictured – 

combine 2 units at a time.   
 Square the finished block to 7” square. 
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
